CARES ACT COVID-19
GUIDELINES
The Will County CARES ACT Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Emergency Solutions Grants (ESG) funding shall support nonprofit community development organizations and/or local units of governments that are successfully responding, through community-based programs, to the needs of individuals affected by the COVID-19 pandemic and its economic consequences. This is a competitive grant process, awarding one-time grants, and resources are limited.

Grants shall be made for operating, program and capital needs that are in demand because of the COVID-19 pandemic. Programs must identify all sources of secured and applied-for funding.  Preferences shall be given to requests that are building capacity, filling service delivery system gaps, coordinating efforts and meeting critical basic, human needs of Will County residents including but not limited to:

• Housing and Shelter
	Emergency shelter needs
	Housing counseling including rental, mortgage and utility assistance 
	Rapid re-housing rental assistance
• Health and Wellness
	Food access needs				
	Transportation needs
	Community and /or medical facility needs
• Financial Wellness
	Small business needs

ELIGIBILITY
In order to be eligible for a program funds, organizations and units of local government must:

· Non-profit community based organizations
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Maintain an annual operating budget and comply with 2 CFR 200 standards 
· Provide proof of existing/current 501(c)(3) tax status (new NFP applicants only)
· Be in current operation and located within Will County, IL
· Local units of government
· Be part of the Urban County
